 SEEKING SENIOR VOLUNTEERS 

 
Do you know any  seniors who enjoy children 
and would like to help out in a school setting?  
We have a great opportunity for seniors for the 
fall.  The Tyngsborough Early Childhood Center 
along with the Tyngsborough Elementary School 
are new volunteer sites through Community 
Teamwork, Inc. (CTI) Senior Corps Program. 
There are two different volunteer programs:  
Foster  Grandparent Program (FGP) - 
volunteers need to be 60 or older and commit to 
an average of 20 hours a week during the school 
year. Foster Grandparents work one-on-one with 
children or in small group setting providing 
nurturing support and special assistance. Income-
eligible volunteers receive a modest tax-free 
stipend, earned time off, and some travel 
reimbursement. 
 
Retired and Senior Volunteer  Program 
(RSVP) Ð volunteers need to be 55 or older; 
hours vary on volunteerÕs availability and school 
need.  Volunteers are needed helping children 
primarily in classroom and assisting at lunch and 
recess time. Volunteers may receive some travel 
reimbursement.  There are no income guidelines.  
 
Both programs benefit everyone involved - the 
children who receive the extra attention, the staff 
in helping meet their classroom needs, and the 
volunteer who will find a rewarding and 
meaningful experience. For more information, 
contact Joan Aseltine, CTIÕs Senior Corps 
Program Specialist, at 978-654-5080 ext.
